IN exercise of the powers conferred by section 34 of  

the Tourism Industry Act 1992 [Act 482], the Minister makes the following regulations: 

 

Citation and commencement 

1. (1) These regulations may be cited as the Tourism Industry  

(Compounding of Offences) (Amendment) Regulations 2025. 

 

(2) Except for regulation 4, these Regulations come into operation  

on 10 October 2025. 

 

(3) Regulation 4 of these Regulations is deemed to have come into operation 

on 1 July 2025. 

 

Substitution of regulation 2 

2. The Tourism Industry (Compounding of Offences) Regulations 1992 

[P.U. (A) 267/1992], which are referred to as the “principal Regulations” in these 

Regulations, are amended by substituting for regulation 2 the following regulation: 

 

2. (1) The offences specified in the First Schedule are 

prescribed to be compoundable offences. 

  

        (2) The compoundable offences may be compounded 

with the written consent of the Public Prosecutor in Form 1  

of the Second Schedule.”.
